The
entire prison complex includes 17 housing units, administrative buildings
and support services.

During the early 1990’s the New York Office of General Services decided
that a new approach to inmate medical care must be taken at several
New York state correctional facilities. The state needed to find an
alternative to transferring medically isolated inmates to a central medical
facility. Typically, inmates with diseases such as tuberculosis and AIDS
were transferred to a central facility in which the inmate could be
isolated from the general population, but still be housed in a secure
environment. The solution, which was developed by the Office of
General Services, was to design and construct regional medical units and
health units at four existing New York State prisons. The purpose of
these medical / health units is to provide permanent, cost-effective and
operationally efficient medical care for inmates, which need to be
medically isolated. The four selected correctional facilities are located in
Attica, Elmira, Sullivan, and Coxsackie, New York.

Three of the facilities, Attica, EImira and Sullivan, have similar designs.
All are two story facilities with a primary care clinic, ambulatory services,
and support areas on the first floor and an infirmary located on the
second floor. The infirmary in each facility has between 25 and 30 beds.
The primary care clinic contains waiting area, several exam/treatment
rooms, an emergency treatment room, several dental exam/treatment
rooms, and both medical and dental x-ray areas. In addition, the first
floor contains many support areas such as nurses’ stations, medical
room, laboratories, records room, offices and staff areas.

The medical center located at the Coxsackie Correction Facility has a
similar design. However, this facility was designed to be a regional
facility. As a result, the second floor contains a short-term infirmary area
as well as long-term care accommodations.

The Brooklyn House of Detention for Men (BHDM) is a 22 story high rise
with 816 maximum security cells that was built in the 1950s on an urban
site adjacent to the Brooklyn Civic Center and the New York Superior Court
building.

The scope of work included programming and design for a new intake area,
new administration offices and staff support areas, new visiting facilities
and a new and expanded health care component.

The project included extensive remodeling on the first and second floor as
well as new additions.

The project was a two-story, 33,000 square feet addition to the Collier
County Sheriff’s Office located at the government campus in Naples,
Florida. The planning concept for the addition to Building ‘)’ was to
incorporate elements of design from relating buildings to create a central
focal point and help unify the government campus. The design of the
addition incorporated the existing facility circulation patterns,
programmatically functioned spaces that supported interactions among
departments, and improved the aesthetic appearance of the government
campus. This project was completed in 2000 with a construction value of
$4.8 million.

Integrative Corrections Strategic Development Plan Update

Immokalee Jail Center

This project consisted of the planning, design and construction of a new
Immokalee Jail Center (IJC) and demolition of the existing Immokalee Stockade.
This Jail facility is located at Stockade Road, Immokalee, Florida. The Existing
Immokalee Jail Center is a separate, stand-alone facility housing inmates in the
Collier County Jail System. The new IJC provides minimum and medium
security inmate housing and is approximately 38,000 square feet in a fenced
compound. Inmate programs are included within the building and within the
fenced area. Support services serving the new 1JC and the adjacent D.R.I.L.L.
Academy were also incorporated in the compound. There are 192 beds in three
dormitory housing units and 32 beds in two segregation housing blocks. The
facility contains a 4500 square foot kitchen and laundry, inmate program areas,
a staff support area, warehouse, and facility support spaces.

The challenge in designing the facility was to construct the new 38,000 square
foot facility while maintaining the secure operations of the existing jail. A
contractor staging and phasing plan was designed to assist correctional officers
maintain a secure compound while the new facility is being built.

Related services for the preliminary planning of the Immokalee Center
include the evaluation of inmate population breakdown to establish
project requirements and the project programming for the IJC. This
portion also included land and underground surveying, utility evaluation,
geotechnical engineering and landscape architectural design for the new
Immokalee Jail Center. It also included data collection for the existing
facility.

This project was started in Spring of 1999 and the design documents
completed in Fall of 1999. The project was completed on schedule and
within the budget.

Henrico County Regional Jails Master Plan

Mr. Keagler was instrumental in developing the Master Plan for Henrico
County Virginia Regional Jails, which included a new 750 bed sentenced
facility in the eastern part of the county and a new 120 bed addition to the
existing 200 bed jail at the western government center. He was also
responsible for the design and production for major services at Jail West
including an expanded intake area, increased inmate program facilities,
added food service facilities, a 25 bed medical and mental health unit new
security electronic systems and new sheriff’'s administration offices.

Henrico County Jail East

The Henrico County Jail East was a 20,000SF renovation to the existing
facility and an 88,000SF addition to the jail. The existing jail serves Henrico,
New Kent and Goochland Counties. In the mid 1990s, County officials were
faced with a difficult dilemma — an increase in the number of offenders, yet
an inadequate amount of space in which to house these individuals in the
existing jail. Therefore, a key to the project was to preserve the existing jail
while adding more space for the County. The $15 million jail addition
enabled Henrico County to house an additional 104 prisoners. The new
facility is connected to the existing courthouse, thus simplifying inmate
movement to and from the courthouse. Temporary holding areas and a
medical facility are also special features of the new jail addition. A new
chilled water plant, air distribution systems and smoke control and
evacuation system were created for the new and existing facility.

Community based correctional facilities are designed to provide a
residential treatment program for offenders as an alternative to a prison
sentence. Offenders sentenced to this type of facility typically serve about
a four-month sentence with the primary goal being treatment. Summit
County has a high number of women offenders who can be classified as
candidates for this type of alternative to a prison sentence. Consequently,
Summit County developed a 60-bed regional community based
correctional facility for females in Akron. Summit County is serving as the
host county, but the facility will also be used for offenders from
surrounding counties as well.

This new facility is single story masonry construction. The 20,000 square
foot treatment facility is designed to provide four phases of housing that
parallel an offender’s movement through the program and the facility.
One of the housing units, a dormitory that accommodates up to fourteen
individuals, is utilized for all new offenders entering the facility. All new
offenders are kept separate from the general population until the end of
an orientation period. Phase two housing consists of another fourteen-
bed dormitory. Phase three and four housing involves eight, four person
dorms. Phase two and three offenders have different levels of freedom as
well as program requirements. Once an offender has reached the fourth
phase, they are permitted to leave the facility for a work release program
and return in the evening.

These housing areas wrap around the program space, which includes a
group counseling area, an education area, a computer classroom and
individual counseling areas. The facility is also equipped with staff support
space, central kitchen and a large dining area that is also utilized as the
visitation area.

Mr. Keagler served as the project manager for this facility. He was also
heavily involved during construction administration making weekly site
visit, reviewing shop drawings, and answering all contractor requests.
